
How to Measure
Your Space

1.	 Always measure TWICE!
2.	 Measure from floor to ceiling
3.	Take multiple measurements of 

a wall height and use the tallest 
measurement

4.	Note the locations of all electical 
outlets, wall switches, vents, 
openings, and obstructions

5.	 Measure any windows or doors 
and their locations

6.	Double-check ALL 
measurements!

7.	 Add up any individual 
measurements and check 
them against any overall 
measurements taken to be sure 
they match

8.	If measuring for door wraps, 
be sure to include the locations 
of any doorknobs, windows, 
kickplates, etc.

9.	Use Feet and Inches, NOT metric 
values.  Do NOT use decimals!
